of Jesus. The practice dates back at 
least 700 years and is still observed 

around the world today. May is seen as 
the beginning of new life and the start 
of summer, in Europe Asia, and North 
America, which makes this a logical 

time for the celebrations of Mary, who 
brought life into the world. 

 
The month of May, a month which the 
piety of the faithful has long dedicated 
to Mary, the Mother of God. Our heart 
rejoices at the thought of the moving 

tribute of faith and love which will soon 
be paid to the Queen of Heaven in  

every corner of the earth. For this is the

Virgin Mother more fervent and loving

Acts of the Apostles 9:26-31 1 John 3:18-24 John 15:1-8
